A simple sentence has the most basic elements that make it a sentence: a subject, a verb, and a completed thought.

A compound sentence refers to a sentence made up of two independent clauses (or complete sentences) connected to one another with a coordinating conjunction or semicolon.
A run-on sentence is a sentence in which two or more independent clauses (that is, complete sentences) are joined with no punctuation or conjunction.
