Below are some suggested questions you might ask during today’s peer revision:

· Do I get to my point quickly enough, or do I seem to ramble?
· Is there enough background information to inform the "uninformed" reader?
· Do I spend too much time on one aspect of the argument, but not on another?
· Is my intent clear in the piece?

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Do I have a clearly written proposal to solve the challenge I focus on?

· Do I have effective the rhetorical strategies incorporated into my essay? 
· Do I have strategies that don’t work with the subject I’m trying to write about?
· Do you see any flawed arguments or fallacies at play?

· Do I have an active voice in my paper? Where could I remove passive voice?
· Is my word choice effective for a general audience? 
· Do I have some words that could be improved to be made more precise or revealing?

· Do I finish with a strong conclusion statement?

· What don’t you understand about my article? 
· What do I do that doesn’t work?
